 FROM THE DESK OF PASTOR RESNER 
 At the end of this summer, our congregation will need to fill the position of the Director of Youth and 
 Family Ministry.  This consists of several areas of ministry, such as Youth Director, Sunday School Director, 
 Women’s Bible Class Leader, etc.  As the congregation begins to contemplate how to fill these ministry 
 needs, you need to be aware of two things in order to plan for the immediate ministry needs and the future 
 ministry needs of our church and school.

 Second, I am contemplating retiring within a couple of years.  I would be interested in helping a new 
 pastor transition to Immanuel for a year or two and then, after that, continuing to serve Immanuel by 
 assisting the other pastor by serving as a part-time pastor (semi-retirement).  The elders and I have had 
 some discussions over the past few months as to how this could happen.  We now feel the congregation 
 should be made aware of this as we look at the overall ministry needs of our congregation's future. 

 I ask for your prayers for Immanuel and His people that God would give us His direction and wisdom in 
 moving forward as we serve Him.  God has richly blessed Immanuel with this wonderful growth in both 
 the church and the school.  To God be the Glory!  May we proceed with joy, prayer, and unity.
